Providence District has an estimated population of 114,052
residents, and encompasses approximately 22 square miles.

In
general it follows the Beltway north to Route 287 and south to
below Route 50-with parts as far south as Little River
Turnpike; 1-66 West to around the Lee Highway intersection;

bound 5" bike lane; proffer to design and install
traffic signal at Prosperity Ave and Merrilee Dr, if
VDOT concurs - but will not escrow funds for
futureinstallation if not needed at thistime; better
alignment of internal streets; no submission of an
interim parking plan; no commitment to phase
construction and monitor 30% trip reductions to
meet TDM goals; no commitment to cap residential
parking spaces; and noise studies will be performed
after rezoning approval.

PH on Proposed Policy Plan Amendment S01-CW-
17CP, Transportation Policy Plan (8:40 p.m.)
Discussion ensued concerning strengthening language in

Transportation Demand Management (TDM), Policy h.
Chairman Connolly asked unanimous consent that the
Board direct staff to address a change in language prior
to the end of the public hearing. Without objection, it
was so ordered. Following the public hearing, which
included testimony by eight speakers, Supervisor
Hudgins moved approval of Policy Plan Amendment
S01-CW-17CP, Transportation Policy Plan, as
recommended by the Planning Commission. Supervisor
Bulova seconded the motion. Supervisor Bulova asked
to amend the motion with the following modification to
hand-written page 19, Objective 4, Policy a « Strike “in
accordance with” and insert “in conjunction with.”
This was accepted.

- Supervisor Hudgins asked to amend the motion with
the following modification to handwritten page 19,
Transportation paragraph two: « Change “sidewa ks and
trails’ to “ sidewalks, trails, and on-road bicycle
routes.”

This was accepted.

- Supervisor Hudgins asked to amend the motion with
the following modification to handwritten page 21,
Objective 6, Policy c: « Change “Integrate non-
motorized transportation projects into the programming
of construction and maintenance projects’ to “ I ntegrate
non-motorized transportation projectstothe
programming of construction and maintenance
projectsand improve bicycle level of service with
road reconstruction projects.” ...

- Supervisor Smyth asked to amend the motion with the
following modification to handwritten page 20,
Objective 5, Policy h: Delete “considered” and insert
“analyzed and evaluated potentia.” ; Second sentence to
read as follows: Encourage proffers of TDMsthat are
enforceable and proffersin support of the County’s
transit system.

Chairman Connolly asked to amend the amendment to
the motion asfollows: « Add “and establish strengthened
enforcement mechanisms” at the end of the second
sentence.

This was accepted.

Following further discussion regarding TDMs, Chairman
Connolly restated the amendment as follows:

* Require that applicants for rezoning and special
exceptions show evidence that they have analyzed and
evaluated potential TDMs.

* Encourage proffers of TDMs and devel op enforcement
mechanisms and proffersin support of the County’s
transit system. Supervisor Kauffman seconded the
amendment to the motion, as amended. The question
was called on the amendment to the motion, as amended,
and it CARRIED by arecorded vote of eight.
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Supervisor Smyth moved to change the map designation
of Hunter Mill Road between Mystic Meadow and Vale
Road from four lanes to two. Supervisor Hyland
seconded the motion. A lengthy discussion

ensued. .. Supervisor Smyth asked unanimous consent to
defer her amendment to the map for further consultation
with staff. Without objection, it was so ordered.

Supervisor Hudgins asked unanimous consent that the
Board direct staff to schedule a Transportation
Committee meeting to discuss the TDM issues and invite
representatives of the Chamber of Commerce, the
business community, and others who have worked with
the County on TDMs. Without objection, it was so
ordered.

The PDC Land Use Committee has been working with
the land use committees of the McLean Citizens
Association and the Fairfax County Federation of
Citizens Associations to devel op the following
resolution. Please send comments ASAP to
becky @mesa-info.com. (A letter by staff summarizing
issues related to this amendment was printed in the June
PDC newsletter.)

WHEREAS, Fairfax County has proposed zoning
ordinance amendments (ZOA) to accommodate and
regulate the use of portable storage containers and roll-
offswithin the county, and

WHEREAS, both public interest and industry
participants have raised a number of issuesthat are either
not addressed or not adequately addressed in the
proposed ZOA and that are potentially outside the scope
of the ZOA, as originally advertised, and

WHEREAS, promulgation of a ZOA which does not
adequately address issues that have been raised relating
to the use of PSCs and roll-offs has the potential of
preventing some with valid needs from legally
addressing those needs through the use of PSCs and roll-
offswhile alowing othersto create situations which are
not in the public interest,

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the
Providence District Council recommends that the
Planning Commission recommend that the Board of
Supervisors revise and re-advertise the proposed ZOA in
light of issues raised by the public, including such issues
as.

1. Under what circumstances to allow the use of
portable storage containers for attached and
multi-family residential developments;

2. How to distinguish between different types of
residential uses of portable storage containers,
such as move-in/move-out use and use during
construction/renovation projects;

3. Whether to establish a registration mechanism
that would enabl e the county to track the
placement date and size of portable storage
containersin use greater than sixty daysin asix
month period,;

4. Whether to require that portable storage
containers be addressed by special
permits/special use exceptionsin situations
where the principal structure is allowed by
special permit/special use exception.

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the
Providence District Council recommends that the
Planning Commission recommend that the Board of
Supervisors revise and readvertise the proposed ZOA to
require that all portable storage containersin
residentially zoned areas, whether used residentially or
non-residentially, be subject to the same rules as
property developed residentially.
