With the increasing number of pedestrian and
bicycle user deaths in Fairfax County during the last
four years, amore coordinated response is needed
to create afull commitment to a sensible and safe
pedestrian and bicycle circulation system.

Police Office Tom Black, County Pedestrian
Coordinator, Chris Wells, County Bicycle
Coordinator, Charlie Strunk, and the Chair of the
County’s Trails and Sidewalk Committee, Brent
Reynolds, have been invited to speak with us on the
design and safety concerns being addressed by the
County.

With the increase densities in and around our
communities and metro stations and with the
proposal to more than triple the densitiesin Tysons,
adding wider roadways in Tysons and Merrifield,
what can be done to ensure the safety of pedestrians
and bicyclist in order to encourage this mode of
transportation? Do state laws need to be changed to
affect such safety?

Even though many more people drive than walk or
bicycle in the county, the chance of being killed or
injured while walking/biking is much greater. What
can we do as acommunity to change this result?
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Each year, the Providence District Council
presents a Community Service Award to a Providence
resident for his or her exemplary dedication to
community service. Thisyear’s celebration was for Fran
Wallingford.

At our Holiday Party on December 11", VA
Delegate Jim Scott spoke of his admiration of Fran,
stating that he had been working with her continuously
on community issues since he was the Providence
District Supervisor (1968-1991). He was particularly
appreciative of how thorough she had beenin her
research and thoughtful and persistent with her requests.

Letters of praise for Fran were received from
both the current and former Principals of Fairhill
Elementary School, crowning her with the honor as“The

The information provided on this site reflects actual calls
for police service received by the Department of Public
Safety Communications (911 call center) and entered
into the computer-ai ded dispatch system.

Generally incident information is available for viewing
within 48 hours of the time an incident isreported. A
particular address or police district can be entered into
the application and statistical data reveals the number of
events for queried categories. A user can search for
incidents against persons, property crimes and quality of
life incidents. Once calculated, a map appears with a
legend indicating what event occurred and the location
to the nearest hundred block.

Orientation to Purposes and Schedule

The context of Task Force's work includes (1)High
density transportation-oriented development around the
Dunn Loring and Vienna Metro Stations and in
Merrifild and Tyson's Corner areas;, (2) Infill
development, with open space quickly dwindling;
(3)Higher-density appears to generate fewer students but
volume will still have an impact on the schools that will
serve them. The impact may be such that (a) school
capacity will need to be “rebalanced,” expanded, and/or
new schools built and/or (b) Limited land parcels
suggest that creative designs will be needed that adapt to
amore urban setting.

TheKey TF purposes are (1) Provide advice and
support to Providence School Board member, Phil N-E;
(2) Monitor impacts on schools due to residentia
development, particularly the evolving high-density
development; (3) Ensure that the community has a voice
in the design of alternative approachesto providing
education in more urban setting [ref: Tysons Corner
development and potential need for vertical school
design versus current horizontal design]; (4) Understand
mitigations and proffers process; monitor the disposition
of proffers and (5) Be a sounding board for issues
associated with balancing school capacities.

Input from schools and community very important;
meetings are open to public. Anticipate monthly
meetings, open to couple of meetings a month if
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necessary. TF will reconvene in January on a monthly
basis through April 2008. The January meeting will
focus on CIP; February meeting will focus on Tysons
Corner aternatives then future meetings will be every-
other-month basis starting in June, or as otherwise
needed. Y vette Rhodes is key point-of-contact for
meeting logistics and information.

Denise James and Mary Ann Tsai gave a
presentation of Land Use devel opment from the school
staff perspective with a question and answer period.
They stated that the FCPS planning staff conducts an
analysis of the potential student impact that resulting
from arezoning request; the analysisis conveyed to the
County, with copies to the district and at-large School
Board members, as well asto principals of potentially
impacted schools. By-right devel opment plans are not
analyzed for their potential impact on school enrollment,
however, starting in 2008, the State authorized counties
to collect impact fees from devel opers even if rezoning
is not sought (by-right devel opment).

A summary of development projectsthat are
underway and a Status Summary were provided of
rezoning projects currently being pursued by devel opers
with the County. Staff, also, provided a summary of
approved proffers for Providence rezoning projects.
Comments were made that the TF needs to explore
tightening the school language used in devel oper
proffers and how the money is distributed and used.

Discussion Topics from the Committee
Members included broad proffer language versus
specific proffer language; explore ways to get money to
schools without proffers; address changesin
demographics and its relationship to enrollment trends,
better planning needed for use of proffer money;
improvements should be made year before kids come.

A summary of action itemsincluded:

(1) The TF will be kept apprised of the County’s
new by-right development impact fee authority, asit
evolves and its application to helping FCPS mitigate
devel opment impacts; (2) Staff memos analyzing the
potential impact of rezoning requests will be
disseminated to the TF and to the PTA presidents of
potentially impacted schools; (3) An orientation will be
provided at an upcoming meeting on how to access the
wealth of information available on the County and FCPS
websites regarding development; (4) The TF will be
provided alist of all schools located within the
Providence District and all FCPS schools where
Providence Didtrict students attend. (5)Phil N-E will
appoint a Chair from TF volunteers.

Comments & Actions Take since November Meeting
There is abacklog of CIP projects and the
school system would like to consider using undesignated

proffer money for these types of projects. FCPS staff
prefers that proffer money be undesignated or very
broadly designated so that it can be used "as needed".
Many TF members expressed concern that the proffer
money be designated at least to the impacted pyramid.
Mike Corry (Marshall Road ES) will chair the Task
Force. The TF will be kept apprised of the County’s new
by-right development impact fee authority, asit evolves
and its application to helping FCPS mitigate
devel opment impacts with staff memos analyzing the
potential impact of rezoning requests disseminated to the
TF and to the PTA presidents of potentially impacted
schools. An orientation will be provided at an upcoming
meeting on how to access the wealth of information
available on the County and FCPS websites regarding
devel opment.

It was noted at the meeting that thereisa
backlog of CIP projects and the school system would
like to consider using undesignated proffer money for
these types of projects.

It
was equally clear from the discussion that many TF
members felt strongly that the proffer money should at
the very least be designated to the impacted pyramid.

Clark Tyler, chair of the Tysons Land Use Task Force,
was the featured speaker. Mr. Tyler provided an
overview of the purpose and activities of the Task Force
and then fielded questions from the floor.

In his overview, Mr. Tyler began by stating that the Task
Force was formed by the Fairfax Board of Supervisors
(BOS) to create a plan to manage the growth that will
come to Tysons Corner as aresult of the arrival of Metro
Rail. The BOS eventually expanded the Task Force to
36 members, with County-wide representation, although
the Supervisors from Providence, Dranesville and
Hunter Mill Districts were allowed multiple
appointments.

In terms of the issues being addressed, Mr. Tyler
indicated that the Task Force was starting with a base of
75 million square feet of proposed devel opment and
creating options that would allow for increases
substantially above that number. Thetask forceis
investigating TOD (transit oriented development)
strategies, increased pedestrian accessibility and
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establishing a“ sense of place” to make Tysons a place
where people may “live, work, shop and play.”

Mr. Tyler emphasized the importance of decreasing
single occupancy vehicle trips, stating that in order to
reduce automobile use the County must change the
behavior of residents. He then stated that the key to trip
reduction was drastically increasing the number of
housing unitsin Tysons. Mr. Tyler also proposed a
circulator transit system and stated that it must have
dedicated right-of -way to be effective.

Mr. Tyler concluded his overview by saying that the
Task Force will create a preferred option for increased
development in Tysons Corner in May. The County
Planning Commission will then hold public hearings on
the matter and make a recommendation to the Board of
Supervisors.
Questiong/issues from the floor included:
If the Task Force' s transportation plan resultsin
gridlock, would the land use plan be toned down?
Mr. Tyler did not provide an answer to this question.
Would the new plan be written such that the
transportation infrastructure would be in place
before development occurs? Mr. Mr. Tyler did not
provide an answer.
In response to a citizen's comparison to the
MetroWest project, Mr. Tyler responded that the
MetroWest Transportation Demand M anagement
(TDM) requirements were self-certifying and as
such could not be enforced. He guaranteed that this
would not be the case at Tysons.
Citizens have a strong concern that the stated
goal of Cambridge Systematics, the
transportation planning consultant group hired
by the Task Force, is not to improve traffic but
rather to urbanize Tysons Corner. Mr. Tyler
responded that the recommended plan from the
Task Force would decrease traffic.
